The Youth Intervention Program
is offered to any youth in Midland
County that may be in need of mental
health services.

The Youth Intervention Specialist,
a Master’'s level clinician, would
complete a mental health screening
during aface-to-face contact. Results
of the screening would be shared
with the youth and his/her parent(s).

The Youth Intervention Specialist
would then help link the youth with
the appropriate services.
